6. If an existing customer refers a friend that activates a Yonkers wagering account of
fifty ($50.00) dollars or more, he or she will receive fifty ($50.00) dollars into his
or her account after the referred person deposits fifty ($50.00) dollars inter their
account and maintains that account in good standing for a period of thirty days.

7. If a customer wagers an aggregate of two hundred ($200.00) dollars or more
during a promotional period, he or she will receive a credit into his or her Yonkers
wagering account of an amount equal to at least a 10% discount on any
handicapping products that the customer purchased during the promotion period.

This approval is effective immediately and is conditioned upon compliance with the
terms of the promotions as set forth in the application to the Board. These promotions
are subject to audit.
